Sub: Modification in LTC rules


	As per extant rules of LTC, when employees are unable to travel with family members or vice-versa, they may travel in group(s) to different destinations according to their convenience, provided the number of groups so traveling is restricted to only two. However, reimbursement of expenditure may be allowed for each group, only if the outward journey of the last of such group commences before the expiry of six months from the date of commencement of the outward journey by the first group. Also, the return journey of each group must be completed within six months.

Upon review, it has been decided to modify the existing rule to the extent that the requirement of commencing outward journey by the second group within 6 (six) months of commencement of outward journey by the first group, has been done away with.
