Sub: Scheme for grant of Special award to meritorious children – reg.

Under the scheme for grant of Special award to meritorious children, the award is admissible for a maximum of two dependent children of the employee in an academic year. In respect of employees who joined on or after 1.7.88, the award is admissible to two oldest dependent children only. This is subject to the condition that the child has successfully cleared the examination with qualifying marks and is below 30 years of age. As per the existing provisions, the dependency criterion of the child is reckoned as on the date of declaration of result.

The criterion for dependency has been reviewed and it has been decided that dependency of children for grant of special award shall be reckoned as on the last date of examination, instead of date of declaration of results.

The other provisions with regard to the eligibility conditions for grant of special award shall continue without any change.
