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Sub: Expenses on tests/investigation for impending surgery/hospitalization under PRAMS

Vide our previous IOM No. DP/3/5/111 dated 2.12.2004 on the above subject, it was informed that any test(s)/investigation(s) carried out as an outdoor patient within 15 days prior to the date of admission in a hospital and if directly connected with the surgery/treatment performed subsequently in the hospital, shall be covered as a part of hospitalization expenses.

Upon review, it has been decided to revise the above said limit from 15 days to 30 days. The other provisions of the scheme shall remain unchanged.
