Sub: Outstation Reference

As per extant provisions under Medical Rules, employee/member of family, who on reference by AMA and with due authorisation by the Corporation undertake journey by rail to obtain medical attendance from an outstation Hospital/Nursing Home are entitled to fare of the entitled class as on tour or the lower class by which actually traveled. Actual bedding charges and reservation charges as may be levied by the Railways are also reimbursable.

An issue had been raised whether the reservation made under Tatkal Scheme would be admissible for reimbursement alongwith the fare by the entitled class of travel for journey performed for outstation medical attendance/treatment.

It is clarified that Reservation Charges under Tatkal Scheme of Railways if actually spent shall also be reimbursed on tour or on reference to an outstation for medical attendance subject to production of receipt/ticket number as under the existing procedure.
