Revision of schedule of payment of Ex-gratia.
The Ex-gratia Scheme was introduced w.e.f. 01.12.2003 to improve the economic condition of those ex-employees (or their surviving spouse), who retired prior to introduction of SBF Scheme i.e., 01.11.1987. The ex-employees whose monthly benefit under the SBF Scheme was less than the benefit envisaged under Ex-gratia Scheme were also covered for payment of the differential amount. 

Vide IOM of even number dated 26.10.2007, the payment schedule was modified from monthly to half yearly basis i.e. on 1st July and 1st January for the period from April to September and October to March respectively w.e.f 1st January, 2008.
As retired employees have been requesting for restoring monthly payments, the issue has been examined de novo and upon review, it has been decided to make Ex-gratia payments as under:

a) On monthly basis w.e.f. 01.04.2009 in those cases where the employee had superannuated prior to introduction of SBF Scheme.

b) On half yearly basis in those cases where the employee is covered under SBF and receiving differential amount.
Except above, all other existing regulatory conditions for grant of Ex-gratia will remain unchanged. 
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
