Sub: Tatkal Sahayata Yojana for Officers
1.0 A self-contributory Scheme called ‘Tatkal Sahayata Yojana for Officers’ on the principle of ‘No cost to Company’ was introduced w.e.f 1.4.2008 vide our IOM No.DP/4/2(D)/56 dated 27.5.2008.

2.0 A monthly contribution of Rs.150/- p.m. is made by the member officer and in the event of death of a serving officer, there is a provision to pay lumpsum benevolent amount of Rs.15.00 lac to the beneficiary. The monthly contribution of Rs.150/- p.m. was envisaged under the Scheme based on the incidence of death among serving officers during past 7 years. Keeping with the objective of operating the Scheme as a fully self-contributory Scheme by the officers, it was also envisaged that the Scheme would be reviewed after 3 years for suitable modifications in the contribution amount.

3.0 The number of cases of death among officers during the first year of the operation of the Scheme i.e. 2008-09 has been on a higher side compared to the average incidence during the past 7 years, necessitating a review of the Scheme.

4.0 The Scheme has therefore been reviewed and it has been decided as under:

a) Instead of 3 years, the Scheme would be reviewed every year and as per shortfall/surplus, the monthly contribution amount would be revised for the next financial year.

b) The contribution rate for the year 2009-10 per officer would be Rs.200/- p.m. 

5.0 Divisions may take necessary action for effecting the contribution at the revised rate from 1.4.2009.
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
